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MA degree in Museum Studies 

An MA course in Museum Studies started in the first term in 2010 at the Université de Paris Sorbonne Abu Dhabi, with the degree co-awarded by the Ecole du Louvre and Paris IV Sorbonne; the Louvre museum and Agence France-Muséums were closely involved in its design. 

The first graduate students will be received on work placements in French museums from February 2012; they will be supervised by the Ecole du Louvre working with the Musée du Louvre and Agence France-Muséums. The second MA class has begun its course and has thirteen students including eight from the Emirates.

In a parallel operation, Emirati police officers have been trained in the specialist field of museum security as part of an MA course organised by Université Paris 1 Panthéon Sorbonne and they went on work placements in the museums of the partners of Agence France-Muséums. Four Emirati police officers went on a first 2-week work placement in October in the surveillance and security department of the Louvre. This will be followed by three further 2-week periods in 2012.
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
